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Quilt Size: 40.5" x 31.5”
Block Size: 8.3" x 11.77
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Fabric Requirements:

Cuts are made according to 44” wide fabric

15 Australian Aboriginal Fabrics for the block x 30 cm

1 Australian Aboriginal Fabric for border x 70 cm

1 Solid Colour Black for the block background x 150 cm

1 Australian Aboriginal Fabric for backing and binding x 110 cm
Wadding 100 cm

Cutting:

1. From the Solid Black colour fabric, cut 9 Blocks of A4 size (11.7” x 8.3").

2. For the border, cut 4 strips 2 %5” x 41”. Cut 6 stripes 2 /2" x 8.3”. Cut 2
stripes 2 5” x 32”.

3. Now, using the templates provided in Appendix A, cut the desired
Aboriginal fabrics and button stitch them to the solid black blocks. Use
Embroidery Hoops to hold the black block while stitching so that the
stitching can be done properly and is not loose. This will give you nine
different animals in 9 blocks.

4. Once the button stitching is done, perform straight stitching across the
border of the animal figures.

5. Once all the 9 blocks are ready, take any 3 blocks (that you wish to keep
in the middle of the quilt) and stitch 2 4" x 8.3” border to left and right
side of each of the 3 blocks. Note that the length of the border stripe
and the length of the block is the same i.e., 8.3” so stitch these equal
parts together.

6. Once the border is attached to left and right side of the blocks, take the
remaining blocks and stitch them with the borders. You will now have 3
parts each with 3 blocks that are connected with borders.

9. Take the fabric for backing and put it Right Side Down. Now put the
wadding on top of it. Place the quilt right side up and pin-up all the 3
layers together so that they do not move. Cut the access wadding if any.

10.Now stitch the layers together either manually or with machine and
make binding.
